Luke 16:19-31 – Rich man and Lazarus 

This portion of scripture talks about two men. One, the rich man, who had no relationship with 
the Lord because he ended up in hell. The other man, Lazarus, did have a relationship with the 
Lord because he ended up in Abraham’s bosom.  



 
 
 
 
 

(Abraham’s bosom refers to a place of blessedness with another as with Abraham in Paradise.) 
Abraham’s bosom was the  “HOLDING PLACE”  for all of the Old Testament saints who believed 
in the Lord Jesus Christ and who were waiting for, in comfort, until He came to earth, died and 
rose again victorious from the grave and then takes these people to heaven. No one went to 
heaven until this happened. John 14:6  - “Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the 
life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” Because of Jesus we can now go instantly 
to heaven to be with the Father forever when we die, if we are born again which we must make 
our choice here on earth.  Hebrews 9:27 -  “And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after 
this the judgement.”  Hell is also a final place. It’s a real place with real people.  

In November 1971, I took an overdose of drugs and went to hell. I don’t know why I was given a 
second chance but as I was entering hell I yelled out the name of Jesus and I came back and 
maybe it’s to warn you that you must accept Jesus Christ as your Saviour and Lord. 

The story goes on. It tells us that the rich man was in hell and tormented. He had emotions and 
feelings and he knew Abraham and Lazarus. He yelled over to Abraham and asked for mercy. He 
asked Abraham to send Lazarus to his family of five brothers back on earth to testify to them 
lest they come to this place of torment. But, Abraham said that he couldn’t because between 
hell and Abraham’s bosom (Paradise) there was a great gulf (chasm) and no one could cross it. 
Abraham also said to him that his brothers had Moses and the prophets to tell them. The rich 
man’s response to Abraham was that they would not hear them but if he sent Lazarus to them 
from the dead then they would repent. But, Abraham said to him, if they don’t hear Moses and 
the prophets, neither would they be persuaded though one came back from the dead. 

2 Peter 3:9 – “The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is 
longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to 
repentance.”
